<y?ATE having  played k indly  w ith  m e and  d ea lt m e a  w inning

hand , I very early  in life am assed  m y fo rtu n e  an d  found  * m yself free from  the pecuniary  cares of the  world, and  began 
looking abou t to find som eth ing  th a t  would fit m y calib re and  
appease m y desire for adventure . I tried  exploring, m ining, 
w riting, sailing  an d  various o th er th in gs th a t  I th o u g h t m igh t 
possibly appeal to  me, bu t I'd  alm ost given up  hope and  was a im ­
lessly w andering  abou t th e  s tree ts  of Boston one cold d ay  in Septem ber, 1965, when tu rn ing  a co rner I ra n  ab rup tly  in to  Mr. 
A m m erm an, who had  ju s t finished a  to u r  of Europe. F or once 
he acted  pleased to see me, and  asked all abou t the class of 
1928 from  N. H. S. In  try ing  to answ er his questions it suddenly 
occurred to m e th a t  I had  indeed been ra th e r  lax on keeping 
tab  on m y old classm ates, and  I determ ined  th a t  ere an o th e r 
week had  passed I would know som eth ing  abou t these good old 
pals.

Im m ediate ly , I se t out looking up n am es and  telephone n u m ­
bers, and  before long had  rounded  up one of the  class rig h t the re  
in Boston. A fter copying down her address in  m y m em orandum ,
I le ft th e  building and  signalled a  taxi. T he driver h a d  no 
trouble finding th e  address, and  I was soon in  th e  presence of 
Miss Hazel H acking. W hen I first saw her I was taken  by su r­
prise for she looked very aged and  grey, bu t upon reflection i 
discovered i t  had  been 37 years since la s t I had  seen her. She 
told m e th a t  she was an  o rganist, p laying  in  B oston 's m ost w on­
derful th e a tre . On finding ou t m y m ission, she told m e th a t, 
th rough  her sister, she had  learned  th a t  Sam  S ta lte r  w as som e­
w here in th e  city  of New O rleans.

Leaving her, I a t  once hu rried  to  th e  U nion depo t and  ju s t 
caught an  outgoing tra in  to New O rleans. I arrived  the re  in a 
sh o rt time, no th in g  of im portance hav ing  tak en  place on th e  
journey. A fter a h asty  m eal, I found m y w ay to th e  city  hall 
and  spen t abou t two hours looking th ro u g h  the  d irectory , b u t it  was all in vain. T here  were no Sam  S ta lte rs  listed. Being 
very tired, I took a  cab to th e  New O rleans B achelor Club, w here 
I knew I could find a good clean bed a t  my service. A fter reg is­
tering, I s ta r te d  for m y room, bu t as I  passed the  basem ent door, 
I seemed to feel as though  som eone were staring . I glanced 
tow ards th e  door, and  the re  stood Sam , gazing in to  my eyes. 
He had  a broom in one h and  and  a d ust pan  in th e  o ther. He 
was sm oking a big black cigar and  on his head  sa t a little  cap 
with "Ja n ito r"  inscribed across th e  fron t. In  the  course of our 
conversation he told me th a t  I would find H arry  Sedan  a t  De­
troit, and  th a t  he was now a t  the head  of th e  biggest five and  ten  
cent sto re in the  world. I bade S am  goodbye and  th a n k ed  him  
for the helpfu l in fo rm ation . H ere I h ad  found two people and  had news of ano ther, all in two days, and  I had  p lanned  th is as 
my life work.

A fter a six -h o u r rest, I  hu rried  to th e  av iation  field to  h ire 
a plane to rush  me to D etro it. T he general m anag er took care 
of me, and  called the  appo inted  pilot. As the  pilot advanced  I thought h is walk was fam iliar. As he approached  I  knew  it 
to be none o ther th a n  H ow ard Goodale. He was fleshier th a n  
he was the  last tim e I had  seen h im , and  I also noticed  th a t  
he had  false tee th . I ta lked  w ith  h im  on the  way to  the  plane, 
but a fte r the  take-off th e  p lane m ade so m uch noise we couldn 't

m ake ourselves heard . We landed  in  D etro it ju s t five hours 
from  the  tim e we left New O rleans.

I t  was abou t 10:30 a. m. w hen I reached  the  business section 
of D etro it, and  so I a t  once inquired  the  way to  Sedan 's Five 
and  Ten C ent Store. W hen I got the re , I w ent to the  office 
and  found th e  door th a t  betrayed  Sedan 's w hereabouts. His 
nam e was on it w ith  black le tters, and  I could im agine seeing his face, ju s t as tho ug h  it was in  each  letter. T he office boy 
and  secretary  inform ed me th a t  Mr. S edan  was very busy and  
could see no one, b u t I argued  my w ay in to  his office. A m an  
tu rn ed  to look a t  me as I en tered , and  I recognized h im  to be 
H arry , a ltho ug h  I could see he d id n 't recognize me. T here  was 
m ore change  ev iden t in  h im  th a n  in  any  o th er one of th e  
classm ates I h ad  seen. H e reached  for his monocle, a n d  a f te r  
ad ju stin g  it, p u t his thum bs in  the  arm holes of h is vest, got up 
from  the  desk w here he had  been sitting , teetered  back and  
fo rth  on his heels, and  then  very gruffly asked m e w hat I was 
doing in his p riva te  office. I told h im  who I was, and  he a t  
once lost all h is dignified a irs  and  seem ed ag a in  ju s t like the  
H arry  of old. He advised m e to  go to  th e  G ordon salesroom  
and  get a G ordon  Pagel car so th a t  I could travel m ore con­
veniently.

I left h im  and  h asten ed  to th e  address he had  given me. I 
could see the  building eigh t blocks before I got to it. I t  was a 
m am m oth  s tru c tu re  and  I stopped in fro n t and  stood starin g  
a t  its aw e-insp iring  heigh th . I was suddenly  jerked out of my 
dream , for som eone h ad  bum ped in to  me, and  I lost my balance 
an d  fell fla t on th e  sidewalk. I was in a rage w hen I picked 
m yself up„ bu t I got the  su rprise  of my life for I saw th a t  i t  was 
M arie Schoof who h ad  com m itted  th e  crim e. My rage u n d e r­
w ent a sudden  change, and  cam e to the  surface as delight, for 
h ere was a n o th e r  old classm ate. M arie told me th a t  she w as 
p riva te  sec retary  to Edsel Ford, Jr. She was ju s t going to  
work, so I walked as fa r  as the  en trance  of the  G ordon Pagel 
e s tab lishm en t w ith  her, and  th e n  le ft her and  w ent in  and  p u r­
chased a car.

I drove down to Chicago, and  feeling in need of re laxation , 
w en t to the  Follies. H ere to my dism ay and  surprise, I saw 
G race Biery as a wide aw ake chorus girl.

T he n ex t day as I was w alking down the s tree t, a billboard 
advertising  R ingling  Bros.' e ig h t-ring  circus c au g h t m y eye. 
Seeing all of m y classm ates h ad  se t me back in to  my second 
childhood, so to speak, a desire c lu tched  me to go to th e  circus, 
buy some pink lem onade for myself, some peanu ts for the  
e lephan ts  and  enjoy myself. I found th e  circus grounds, 
bough t m y ticke t and  some popcorn, and  w ent inside th e  big 
te n t. I  w atched  th e  circus w ith  an  alm ost child ish  glee, bu t 
w hen the lion tra in e r  cam e in, my glee and  surprise knew no 
bounds, fo r w ho should i t  be bu t C lausen M urdock.

A fter th e  perform ance, I rushed  down to  the  em ployees' e n ­
tran ce , b u t could n o t gain adm ission. I w aited, and  Clausey 
soon cam e out. I was about to in troduce m yself, b u t i t  w asn 't 
necessary  as h e  recognized m e im m ediately . He told m e th a t  
h is job kept h im  so busy th a t  he th o u g h t he 'd  leave them  flat, 
and  try  ou t for th e  U nited  S ta tes m arble team , so he could go to  th e  Olym pic gam es and  get a free tr ip  to Europe. Only, he 
said, the re  would be one d isadvan tage to th is, he would have
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to pay the fares for his wife and  n ine ch ildren .
As I cam e out of the circus grounds, I  h eard  a  newsboy sh o u t­

ing, "E x tree-e-e! R ead all abou t th e  life of M iss Ludwig, th e  w orld 's m ost fam ous av ia trix !"  I rushed  up and  m ade a p u r­
chase, and  saw  V iolet's p ic tu re  on th e  f ro n t page. R eading  
th ro ug h  th e  colum ns, I found th a t  she h ad  ju s t com pleted a  n o n ­stop Right to Iceland.

B efore leaving D etro it I h ad  my hotel reservations in Chicago, 
so being r a th e r  tired  a f te r  my tedious ride and  experiences, I  found my way around  th e  M etropolis to my hotel. The clerk, 
know ing m e from  previous visits, greeted  me and 
h anded  me a le tter. I t  was postm arked  from  Texas, and  was 
from  Ed. Wood. H e h ad  ju s t cap tu red  th e  title  of "N ational 
Broncho B ustin  C ham p," down in Texas, and added th a t  he was 
now work ng on a noiseless flivver, w hich he in tended  to  p a ten t w ithin  a sh o rt tim e.

A fter d inner, I w ent to my room  and  vowed th a t  I wouldn t 
leave it th a t  n ig h t. I  got i t  in  m y h ead  th a t  I  w an ted  to  read , so I called a bell boy and  told h im  to get me a book. He re tu rn ed  
afte r abou t a tw en ty -m in u te  absence, h anded  m e a w rapped book, 
received my donation  to  him self, th e n  slam m ed the  door and  left, 
I rem oved th e  w rapper from  the  book, w ondering w hat he had  
gotten me, and  saw th a t  the  title  was "T he H ea rt of G o ld :" I a t  
once opened the  cover, looking for a p icture, and  there , s ta rin g  me 
in the face, was a photo  of Don M unro. U n d ern ea th  i t  read. 
Donald M unro, au th o r of "T he H e a rt of G old," "S infu l W ishes,' 
"T he M edicine M an, ' and  others. W h a t a surprise  to  me. Look­
ing fa r th e r  I ro t  an o th e r surprise, for th is book was based on the life of E arl R oberts, P rofessor of Psychology, a t  the  U niversity  oi 
Kansas. I read  the  book th ro u g h  th a t  evening. I t  told  of E arl's 
sinless and  religious life, w ith a b it of color and  exaggeration  here 
and there. I t  was very in teresting .

The n ex t m orning, a f te r  eating  b reakfast, I was loitering  
around the  fro n t of the  hotel, and, seeing a news s tan d , I  stepped 
up and bought a paper. I pocketed the  paper un til I reached  the hotel lobby, and  here I sa t down, took the  paper out of my pocket 
and began reading. A fter read ing  the  news, I began looking 
through the ads, and  saw the ad for the  N ational C ash R egister Company, and a t the  bottom  I read, Roy V anA tta, P residen t.

I clim bed 
out, with the  in ten tion s  of apologizing for m y m istake an d  I  saw 
the driver of the  truck  was getting  down out of his seat, and  n  was then  th a t  I received an o th er jo lt, for I stood facing Polly 
Dixon. A fter greeting  each o ther, I m entioned  the  acciden t, but 
he said the  com pany would s tan d  all dam ages to  the  truck. I t  
seems he had  been driv ing  for a baking com pany for som etim e, 
and while it was no t such an  elevated  position, nevertheless it had  
lets of dough in it.

I drove my car to a garage to have the  sligh t dam ages repaired, 
and leaving i t  w ith  the prom ise th a t  I could get i t  in  an  hour, I 
began looking for a re s ta u ra n t. I  sighted  one some d is tance  aw ay 
and walked tow ards it, bu t w hen I had  gone abou t a block, I 
stopped short, for th rough  the  window of a beau ty  shop, I saw
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Ellen S utton  ju s t giving one of those blonde beauties a  p erm an en t 
wave. I w ent in and  learned  th a t  she h ad  a beau ty  shop  in every 
large city  in  America. W hen she learned  of my desire of find ­
ing about m y old classm ates, she picked up a p a tte rn  m agazine 
and pointed out to me th a t  the  ed ito r-in -ch ief was G era ld ine H ull. 
C an you beat th a t?

I left th e  shop, and  a f te r  getting  my car I drove to  Roy's 
office and  h ad  an  interview  w ith him . I  traveled  over every street 
in C hicago th a t  day, a t  least it  seemed th a t  way, an d  I  found no 
m ore news of in te re s t to me. As I was tired, I  decided I would rest 
th a t  n ig h t and  drive to New York the  nex t day.

I re tu rned  to the  hotel, and w ent a t  once to my room. H aving 
no th ing  else to do, I tu rn ed  on the  rad io  in hopes of geting some 
good music. T he first sounds th a t  greeted my ears I tho ug h t 
was static , bu t I soon realized th a t  it  was a crowd cheering. The 
announcer was shouting  abou t w h at a peach of a  hockey gam e it 
was, and  then  inform ed the crowd th a t  Chicago 's s ta r  player, T erry  
Thom pson had  ju s t caged a goal as the  gam e h ad  ended, thu s 
breaking the deadlock between the two cham pionship  team s. And 
so luck had  showed m e the way to the  dope of a n o th e r classm ae.

I was m erely figuring up how m any  classm ates I  knew  noth ing  of 
a fte r my traveling. I discovered th a t  the re  were only seven of 
whom I h ad  no knowledge. I decided th a t  as luck had  been 
run n in g  m y way, I would visit a fo rtune  te ller th e  n ex t day, and see w hat the cards would p u t before me.

T he nex t m orning  I found a fo rtu ne  te lle r 's  den, and  w ithout 
hesita ting , walked r ig h t in. Before me sa t a  fo rtune teller, placed on a h igh p la tform , w ith a crystal and cards before her. She 
slowly tu rned  tow ards me, and  I received a n o th e r shock, of which 
I was becoming used to, for th e  fortune teller was R u th  Sessions, 
and w hat a fo rtune teller she proved to  be. She told me th a t  H elen Schultz was run n in g  a confectionery in Philadelph ia , and 
said th a t  i t  was quite a sweet job. M argaret Safford , so the  crystal said, was runn ing  for P resident, backed by her political 
party , of w hich she was th e  founder. She sure has all the  e a r ­
m arks of a good President. R u th  told me th a t  D onald  W are was 
p residen t of the  Seattle  Stock E xchange, and th a t  he was con­sidered the  w ealth iest m an in the w estern p a r t of the  United 
S tates.

Our lessons were weary, as we expected, and  occasional a fte r 
school sessions were held (n in th  hour classes), b u t n o t w ithout com pensations such as weenie roasts and  o ther well chaperoned 
parties. So our first year of h igh  school life, m ingled  w ith  h a rd ­ships and  pleasures passed, and  we landed safely a t  "Sophom ore A irport."

V acation  days rolled quickly by, and we were again  leaving 
for a second flight, th is  tim e w ith a new pilot, Miss Evelyn 
H arr, in control, and  as class officers, W illiam  M endenhall, R u th  
Sessions and  G era ld ine  Huff. On th is  tr ip  we le ft behind  all 
excess baggage including false pride, silly ideas and  careless 
habits, th u s  hoping to  reach  a h igher a ltitu d e  th a n  on th e  p re ­
vious flight. We flew fa r th e r  over the  Dead Sea of L atin , fol­
lowing C aesar in G aul, exploring and  learn ing  advancem en ts in  
English C hannels, studying  M odern Europe on all sides, while 
last, but n o t least, passing over the detestable D esert of G eom etry.

Several parties were m ixed w ith  our sudies, and  we enjoyed 
m any  happy  days together. However, the re  is never a  sky so 
b righ t b u t w hat a cloud appears, for then  occurred the  sudden 
death  of a classm ate, H arry  H inm an. H ard ly  had  we passed th is  dark  cloud w hen a  sto rm  of exam s cam e. Now cries an d  groans 
were heard  from  all the  passengers. Some tho ug h t they would 
surely perish, bu t our able pilot guided us safely th rough , and  the 
plane was seen circling  dow nw ards on "Ju n io r P ort."

At the  usual tim e the nex t year the  sam e happy  crew were 
getting  th e ir  p lane ready for a th ird  trip . Only tw en ty-six  
members were tak en  up th is  tim e. The o thers were tired  of 
the flying life and  had  w andered off in d ifferen t directions. 
However, we were very fo rtu n a te  in having w ith us again  Miss 
H arr, our experienced pilot, and  for class officers, Sam  S ta lte r , R u th  Sessions and  Lynn P artridge . I t  was while flying over 
unknow n areas th a t  we sighted  a heavy cloud of chem istry . We 
tried h ard  to steer clear from  it, b u t instead  were only directed  in its m idst. H ere m any explosions and curious odors took 
place, and  a f te r  using acids, bases and  salts, we finally found our 
way safely through.

Our m ost successful event th is  year was held April 1, 1927, 
when a happy  crowd gathered  in the cabin of the  plane and  j .

Everybody enjoyed 
th e  music fu rn ished  by Je a n  G oldkette 's five "N ig h tin ga les /' and 
all had  an  en joyable evening.

As th e  h o t w eather of Ju n e  was now here, th e  Seniors were m aking  p repara tio ns for g raduation . We tho ug h t it our duty 
to  give them  a farew ell party . So we gave them  a banquet, 
which all enjoyed. T hus ended our th ird  trip.

H aving h ad  fa irly  good success for the  past th re e  years, we again  m ade a  good take  off carry ing  tw en ty -fou r passengers, 
w ith  Mr. A m erm an in charge, and  D onald W are, Roy V anA tta  
and  M arie Schoof as class officers. This trip  found our passengers 
very busy and  m ore studious th a n  in  previous years, therefore, 
n o t m uch tim e tak en  off for parties. T he Senior Prom  w as the  
only ou tstan d in g  event of th e  year. N evertheless, we have 
proved to the  world we could fly; we have su rm oun ted  th e  diffi­
culties; we have w eathered  th e  sto rm , and  we have m ade our la s t 
tr ip  together a  successful and  p le asan t one.

Slowly our p lane landed, never to take an o th er flight. Each 
passenger will go his way, often  th in k in g  of the good tim es had 
a t  N. H. S., each person wiser and  b e tte r by th e  th ings learned 
thus fa r  in life, and  hoping to a t ta in  m ore before life is over.

In  th e  first a c t the  girls wore sm a rt sp ort clothes, the  m ain  
c h a rac te rs  hav ing  been d istingu ished  by w earing striped  sport 
jackets. T he chorus boys wore w hite trousers and  d ark  coats. 
Mick O'Noole, being m uch  older, wore a  cu taw ay  coat a n d  h igh 
stiff collar.

In  th e  first p a r t  of th e  second ac t th e  girls wore w hite sk irts 
and  green jackets; the boys h ad  ta ll green sham rock  h a ts  added 
to th e ir  appare l of the  first act,

Peggy and  P atrick , due to the  clever p lo t of the  story, were 
m uch  reversed.

Any young m an  stu den t of the  th ree  upper grades in  the 

h igh  school, who subscribes to the  sta ted  purpose of th is  o r­
ganization  and is elected by th e  m em bership  of the  club a t  one 
of its regu lar m eetings, is eligible to  service m em bership.

T he purpose of th is o rganization  is to  create, m a in ta in  and 
extend th ro ug ho u t the  school and  com m unity, h igh  s tan da rds 
of C hris tian  character. T here are four C's or four laws, which 
each m em ber m ust live up to.

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FOOTBALL
O n the  opening day of school, M r. Doeksen issued a call for football cand idates. Seniors, Juniors, Sophom ores and  F resh ­

m en answ ered, an d  donning  th e ir  football "togs" se t o u t for th e  gridiron. Coach Doeksen appeared  and  socn the  football p lay­
ers, and  football players to be, were learn ing  the  fundam en ta ls  
of th e  game.

W ith  e igh t regulars left from  last year, the varsity  m ate ria l locked very prem ising, and  picking a tem porary  varsity, Coach 
Doeksen im m ediately  got down to business. U nder Mr. Doek- 
sen 's coaching and  T erry  T hom pson 's leadership  while on the 
field, the  varsity  began to  im prove rap idly  and  soon scrim m age w ith the  "scrubs" got under way.

The "scrubs," under Mr. Cohn, were soon rounded  in to  shape, 
and  a ltho ug h  they  had  no definite schedule ahead  of them , th e  
m ajo rity  never m issed a practice session. C o nstan t practice 
worked w onders for them , and  it w asn 't long before they p ro ­vided the  varsity  w ith real opposition.

T he varsity , consisting of M urdock and  Leavenw orth, ends:

A g rea t deal of cred it m u st be given to Mr. Doeksen for th e  
way he hand led  the  team , and  th e  long hours sp en t in working 
w ith them . T erry  T hom pson 's leadersh ip  while in ba ttle  is also 
beyond reproach. The line was n ear perfection  and  the back field was praised  by all who saw them  in action.

P lym outh  31-0
T he opening gam e of the  season was played w ith  P lym outh  

on the  local gridiron. P lym outh  received the kick-off, fum bled 
and  A tchison recovered for N orthville. Sm ashing th e  line con­tinually , N orthville carried  th e  ball to th e  visitors five, w here i t  was lost on downs. A lthough P lym outh  was unable to gain  they
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kep t th e ir  goal line from  being crossed by p un tin g  repeatedly. 
N orthville outplayed th e ir  opponents, b u t were unable to  get the  
b reaks an d  the  q u a rte r ended 0-0.

Know ing th e  weak spots in th e  P lym outh  defense, N o rth - 
ville opened up during the  second q uarte r and  tw ice crashed  over 
for touchdow s. T he h a lf ended 13-0 in  favor of N orthville.

In  ground gaining, the  th ird  q u a rte r was a rep etitio n  of the 
second, N orthville gaining consistently  and  finally adding an o th e r touchdow n.

The final period was som ew hat like a  m assacre, th e  O range and  B lack fairly  subm erging th e  P lym outh  eleven. Passing, 
plunging and  run n in g  th e  ends, N orthville added two m ore tou ch ­
downs. run n in g  th e  score up to 31-0 before th e  final gun sounded.

2 yard  line, w here W atts  stepped across for the firs t score of th e  game. T he q uarte r ended 6-0.

P laying a defensive game, N orthville held  the  heavy E astern  
eleven on even te rm s and  the  half ended w ith  th e  score still 6-0.

As the  second half s ta rted  N orthville began a sweeping end 
run  a tta c k  th a t  com pletely bew ildered th e ir  opponents and  
eventually  ended in an o th e r touchdow n. N orthville failed to 
kick goal for the  second tim e and  the  q u a rte r ended 12-2, E astern  
hav ing  scored a safety.

E astern 's  w eight counted  in  the final period and  on a series 
of off-tackle sm ashes they  finally  sw ept across for th e ir  lone 
touchdow n, m aking  the  final score 12-9. A m arvelous victory 
considering th a t  N orthville was outw eighed fifty pounds to  th e  
m an.

W ayne 19-0T he first league game was played a t  W ayne. G etting  sta rted  
w ith th e  usual pep, N orthville scored in  th e  firs t q u a rte r and  
conten ted  them selves by keeping the  six po in t lead  th ro ug ho u t 
the  first half.

W atts  was in ju red  during  the  first half, b u t finished th e  
gam e. D uring  th e  second half, N orthville changed  th e ir  p lung ­ing a tta c k  to  one of sweeping end ru n s  and  twice sw ept 
over th e  W ayne goal line. T he final score was 19-0.T hom pson s ta rred  for N orthville, scoring 18 of the  19 points 
scored.

P lunging, 
passing and  run n in g  th e  ends, N orthville com pletely baffled the  
Roosevelt eleven and  a t  th e  h a lf  held a six point lead. L eaven­
w orth going over for the  touchdow n. T he th ird  q uarte r N o rth ­ville again  crashed  over for a touchdow n. Goal was m issed and  
the  score stood 12-0.The final q uarte r was filled w ith action, as both  Roosevelt 
and  N orthville scored touchdow ns.

W atts scored for N orthville on an  off-tackle sm ash and  then  
kicked goal, m aking  the  score 19-0. B eginning an  aeria l a t ­
tack  th a t  was founded upon desperation , the Roosevelt eleven 
m arched  down the  Held, and  finally w ent over for th e ir  lone 
touchdow n. The try  for po in t a fte r the touchdow n was missed. 
Roosevelt was th e  only team  in th e  suburban  league to cross 
N orthville 's goal line during  th e  en tire  season.

P lym outh  18-0
The second gam e w ith P lym outh  was played a t  the  la tte r 's  

Held. For some unknow n reason P lym outh  was very su re of 
victory, and  th e  town was decorated  w th  the  school colors. 
N orthville s ta rted  out w ith a p lunging a ttack  th a t  fa irly  swept 
the  P lym outh  team  from  its feet, and  before the  q uarte r ended 
the  score stood 6 and  n o th ing  in favor of the  local eleven. D u r­
ing the  second period N orthville crashed  over for th ree  to u ch ­
downs, bu t each tim e the ball was called back and  a  penalty  
imposed. Before th e  h a lf ended, however, Northville w ent across 
for a  touchdow n th a t  was n o t tak en  away from  them . At half the  
score stood 12-0.The th ird  q u a rte r N orthville added six more points to th e ir  to ta l on M cC ardle's 60 yard  run  behind wonderful in terference , 
m aking  th e  score 18-0.

The Hnal period, a ltho ug h  N orthville lacked th e  punch  to 
p u t the  ball across the  P lym outh  goal, was played en tire ly  in 
P lym outh  te rrito ry , and  N orthville had  a very decided edge. The 
Hnal period was only Hve m inutes long, due to darkness.

F arm ingtcn 25-0The la s t gam e of the  season was played w ith F arm ing ton  
on the  local Held. T he largest crowd th a t  ever tu rned  out for 
a h ig h  school football gam e in N orthville was there. T he s tu ­
dents paraded  to the  Held from  the  school house, led by the  school 
band.N orthville received the  kick-off and  scored in th e  Hrst m inute 
of play. Goal was kicked and  th e  q u a rte r ended 7-0. Again 
in the  second q u a rte r  N orthville scored b u t failed to kick goal 
and  th e  h a lf ended 13-0.The th ird  q u a rte r was the  scene of two long m arches down 
the  Held, both  resu lting  in  touchdow ns. B oth goals were missed 
and  the score stood 25-0. D uring the  Hnal period, scrubs were 
sen t in to  th e  gam e for N orthville 's regulars and  were held on 
even term s. C a th e rm an  s ta rred  for F a rm in ? tcn , while th e  
honors were evenly divided for th e  O range and Black.This gam e b rough t to a close a very successful football se a ­
son for N orthville h igh  school, bringing them , one cham pionship  
and  tak ing  them  to  the  very gate of ano ther.
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BASKETBALL (857)
A lthough N orthville 's basket ball season was n o t the  success 

th e  football seascn was, i t  was by no m eans a  failu re ; th e  ex­
perience gained m ay be the  deciding fac to r in  the  w inning of a 
p e n n a n t in  years to come.

T he varsity  consisting of M cCardle, cen ter; LeFevre, W atts 
and  Ely, forw ards; W are (cap tain) and  W olfrom , guards, were 
clever on bo th  offense and  defense. T he second team  consist­
ing of Leavenw orth, cen ter; Huff and  Johnson , forw ards; Lyke, 
G oodale an d  TifRn, guards, played a reg u la r schedule, only losing 
2 of the 13 gam es played. (129).

B irm ingham  22-20 For the  opening gam e B irm ingham  supplied th e  opposition 
T he game was played on the  local floor, N orthville em erging 
victorious 22-20. W are's and  LeFevre's floor w ork fea tu red  
while the  o thers shone on offense. The B irm ingham  qu in tet 
was fa s t and  the local five had  to show real form  to bea t them . 
(50).

D etro it W estern  25-76 
For the  second gam e N orthville w ent way out of th e ir  class 

m eeting  th e  flashy W estern five and  tak ing  a severe trouncing. 
W estern 's b rillian t offense dazzled the  O range an d  Black, allow ­
ing W estern to pile up points alm ost a t  will. (58).

Howel) 21-35
N orthville journeyed to Howell to  continue basketball re la ­

tions there, and  although  they  played a good gam e were de­
feated , b u t Howell m ore th a n  m ade up the  score a t  th e  foul line. 
Seventeen  of H ow ells 35 points were the  resu lt of fouls. (49).

B irm ingham  20-40 
T he lcsing streak  continued  and  N orthville dropped the next 

gam e to B irm ingham  on th e ir  floor. B irm ingham  jum ped in to  
an  early  lead and  were n o t in danger th ro ug ho u t the game. T he 
big red team  showed a m arked  im provem ent since the  m eeting  of the  two schools earlier in the season. (48).

Dearborn 23-24
Again th e  jinx  was p resen t and  N orthville dropped an o th er
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game, th is  tim e losing to  D earborn. A fter jum ping  in to  an  
early  lead, N orthville began to fa lte r, and  a t h a lf tim e the  
score stcod 12-12. A lthough N orthville developed a real brand 
of basketball in the  th ird  q u a rte r and  held a com fortable lead. 
D earborn  was strong  to come back and  win in the final m inutes 
of play. (66).

Plym outh 54-32N orthville broke away from  the  jinx  w hen they  m et P lym ­

N orthville tried  hard , the  score stood 26-27, a fte r a fa s t th ree  
m inutes of play, and  a final gun in  favor of the visitors. (51).

Roosevelt 35-31
Roosevelt cam e to N orthville depending on an o th er victory 

to p u t them  in a tie  w ith  F arm in g to n  for first place, and  a l­
though  they  played fa s t ball th ro ug ho u t the  contest, they  were 
tra iling  th e  hom e team  by four points when th e  final gun 
sounded. (42).

Dearborn 14-23
T he re tu rn  gam e w ith  D earborn  gave m uch prom ise of a 

fast and  in te re stin g  contest, b u t looks were deceiving and  it 
was ju s t the  opposite. A lthough D earborn  em erged victorious 
from  the  contest by a convincing score, N orthville p u t up a hard  
struggle before finally toppling  down to defeat.

The P lym outh  q u in te t proved to be m uch 
m ore efficient th a n  a t  th e  first m eeting, and  a f te r  tak in g  an  
early  lead, they  held i t  th ro ug ho u t th e  contest. (39).

W ayne 53-20
The second gam e w ith W ayne w as a loosely played contest, 

N orthville em erging on the  top  side of a lopsided score. Again 
th e  second string  saw  action  and  again  they  held  th e ir  own 
against a team  superior in  both  w eight and  heigh t. (42).

M ilan 21 24 (D istrict Tournam ent)
A fter en tering  the  d is tric t tou rnam en t, and a f te r  fu rn ish in g  

an in tere stin g  tim e for all concerned, were defeated  by th ree  
points. This gam e closed the  basketball season for N orthville 
and  a lthough  they  had  lost the  m ajo rity  of the gam es p layed 
the  season was n o t a failure . (53).
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G IR LS BASKETBALL
W hen the  g irls' basketball season opened la s t fall, we were 

a b it d iscouraged as m ost of the  experienced players proved to be disabled. As a resu lt of this, m ost of the  regular players 
were beginners and  found it ra th e r  difHcult to  s tan d  ag a in s t the 
older and  m ore experienced team s of our listed opponents. 
N evertheless, a t  the clcse of the  season we had  a few victories 
and  a surplus of in sp ira tion  and  confidence chalked  up to our 
credit.
