Average wage increase last year
largest in nearly decade and a half

Michigan’s average weekly wage
had its largest Increase in 14 years
last year as the average wage for
1995 climbed by $27.17 to
$581.39.

“The state’s robust economy in
1995 contributed strongly o the
4.9 pereent increase In the average
weekly wage for Michigan work-
ers.” F. Robert Edwards, director
of the Michigan Employment Sccu-
rity Coinmisslon (MESC). said.

The $27.17 increase last year is
the largest dollar hike since 1981,
when the average wage grew by
$27.23. and s the fifth largest
increase in the last 14 years.

"The factors leading to last
year's wage Increase were bonus

payments to workers and
increased working hours,”
Edwards explained.

The state average weekly wage is
based on employment and payroll

data collected from private Michi-
gan employers for the 12 months
ending on June 30, 1995. To cal-
culate the wage, MESC uses pay-
roll information from all industries
in the state.
